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JEANNE YASKO is an American dancer, choreographer and teacher
and has presented her work throughout Europe, Scandinavia and in Asia.
Her current projects include: — Touring with her solo performance
“Solo Dances” (an evening of 6 choreographies by Yasko and other
choreographers ), — A retrospective performance of work of Doris Humphrey
and Helen Tamiris (two American modern dance pioneers), and — A new
choreography for the Hong Kong modern dance company, City Contem-
porary Dance Company .for 1991. Before being invited to Stockholm,
Jeanne Yasko lived in London, where she choreographed and lead her own
dance group. She has lived in Stockholm since 1983.

Jeanne Yasko was born and educated in New York City. After studies at
the Joffrey Ballet School she worked as a freelance dancer, while comple-
ting her Master of Arts Degree in dance at New York University. Her
most influential teachers were and are Ruth Currier, Ernestine Stodelle and
Clay Taliaferro (who work within Doris Humphrey/José Limén tradition
of modern dance).

JEANNE YASKO: “Dance, like art and music carries a message that
touches the heart. It can be a momentary feeling which the artist externali-
ses in his creative work. A “Quiet Chaos” is in ourselves. Suddenly,
a voice inside us is noticed, making it impossible to concentrate during
the day or sleep at night. The deeper, softer the voice is, the more it
makes us listen to it. The choreography doesn’t tell a story, it’s more
abstract that that, expressions, impressions, voices, and listening — but
listening to too many voices . . 2

ARVO PART was born in Seprember 11, 1935, in Paide. From 1954 to
1957 he studied at the Tallinn Music School. His principal course was
music-theory. In 1963 he graduated from the Tallinn Conservatory as a
composer in the class of professor Heino Eller. From 1958 to 67 he worked
as a sound enginéer at the Estonian National Radio. In 1980 he emigrated
from the Soviet Union and now lives in West-Berlin. Arvo Pirt’s compo-
sitions have recieved international claim.

After a long period of enforced censorship, his works are now warmly re-
cieved in his homeland. In 1989 he was awarded the Estonian Yearly
Music Award and was also awarded an honourary doctorate of Tallinn
Conservatory. Arvo Pdrt has written symphonic, choral, organ-music and
film-scores. “Fratres”, which you hear in a “Quiet Chaos” (written in
1980) belongs to his chamber-music category.

ANN LUMISTE was born in 1964 in Tallinn. In 1990 she graduated
from the Tallinn Fine Art Academy as a theater designer. She designed the
costumes and part of the scenery for Jiiri Sillart’s film “Awakening” and
is presently working with the “Freyja Film” — cooperative in the film
“Dance of the Death”.
